In 2007, our police service continued its tradition of adequate and effective service to the
citizens and visitors of Deep River. Time and effort was again directed to reviewing, and
maintaining, standards and compliancy. We handled the criminal occurrences within our
jurisdiction, and supplied an assortment of other services expected by our citizens. These
local expectations included foot patrol, vacant house checks, and commercial property
checks. Our staff of eight uniform members, one civilian member, and seven special
constables maintained an excellent service in these dynamic times.

Our Service has for many years provided free criminal
record checks to individuals volunteering in our community. In 2007 we provided 106
free criminal records checks for volunteers in Deep River.
